Paul Arthur, Program Consultant, Career Education and Transition Programs, pro-

vided an overview of the Career Education kindergarten through grade 12 curricu-

lum that helps prepare students for their future workplace and post-secondary edu-

cation. Secondary students have access to career development opportunities in three 

areas. The Work Experience program is an opportunity for students to explore a 

full range of career environments. Industry Training programs range from sampler 

programs to youth training in trades - post-secondary technical training or appren-

ticeships, and programs in technical arts, information technology and cybersecurity. 

The new Career Life Education and Career Life Connections program enables stu-

dents to connect their learning and their passions with their career of choice.
